Why is this being done?
People are parking in the town’s lot, receiving a benefit at the cost of all tax payers.  The decision was made to charge users (parkers) a reasonable fee for this benefit that will help offset the cost of maintaining the lot.  

How do I get a permit?

Applications are being accepted at the Selectmen’s office through September 14, 2006.  You can receive an application by calling 508-528-1408.  If more than 50 applications are received a lottery will be held to determine who will receive a permit.  If less than 50 applications are received by the deadline, all applicants will receive a permit and additional permits will be issued on a first come first serve basis.

How many permits will be issued?

The objective will be that everyone with a permit will have a spot, so permits will be limited.  Initially only 50 permits will be issued.  We will monitor the lot and if we find that the average usage allows for more permits to be issued, we will consider issuing more permits.

What if I have two cars that I want to have a sticker for?

1)  If two people in the house will park a car in the lot on the same day, you need to apply for and receive two permits.  

2)  If you only park one car in the lot at a time (You drive one car, but occasionally use your spouse’s car – for example) - you can receive an additional sticker for $5.  If you receive an additional sticker, you have to remember that you cannot park both cars with the same permit number in the lot at the same time, or you will receive a parking ticket.

Can I enter the lottery more than once?

No.  We will only accept one application per person.  You must be a Norfolk resident and the car that you will park must be registered to you or someone that resides with you and must have Massachusetts plates.
When will the permits be issued?

The permits will be mailed prior to October 1, 2006.

When do the permits expire?

The permits will be expire on September 30th of each year.  A new lottery will be held in the Summer to award the following year’s permits.  Each year all applicants will have an equal opportunity for winning a permit.

Will the parking lot be plowed during the day?

The Department of Public Work’s highest priority is to ensure that the public safety vehicles can respond to emergencies throughout our town as required.  The municipal lots will be addressed as soon as possible.

What happens if I park other than in the parking spots, or without a permit?
You will receive a parking ticket and risk being towed at your expense.
